These sto-
ries tell how he kept his promise to
build schools for the people of Paki-
stan and Afghanistan. The themes of
promoting education, literacy, kind-
ness, and peace are great conversa-
tion starters at home; just ask!

Kindergarteners created prints this month using
screen printing ink rolled right out on the table.
They then used scrapers to create a design and
printed their design on paper. Next they had to
cut this paper into strips. They used a ruler as a
straight edge and a measuring device; what great
practice. Next, they learned how to weave their
strips into their black paper. Lastly, students col-
ored some of their print with crayon.

1st Grade

Students learned about an artist named Laura
Burch. She is famous for colorful and creative
cat images often made into clothing and bags.
They drew designs in their cat bodies and used
puff paint to make them 3-D. They then used
markers and chalk pastels to color in their cats.
They created a pattern in the background using
pastels.

2nd Grade

Second graders were given a blank piece of paper

with a small image cut out from a magazine and

glued into the center of the paper. Their job was
to create an imaginative drawing surrounding that

image. They then used crayon resist and acrylic
paint to color the background.

3rd Grade

paper around their animal.

4th Grade

Fourth graders are learning how to create a co-
hesive composition using abstract designs.
Once drawn, they outlined them using black
paint. They learned how to shade with chalk
pastels from light to dark, creating a 3-D image
of shapes and colors.

5th Grade

Students have finished up their eye sewing pro-
ject. They really have learned how tough sewing
can be. However, they came out fantastic!
