Kindergarten

Kindergarteners got messy this
month! They finger painted two
pieces of paper, one with warm col-
ors and one with cool. They then
cut their initials from one of the
pieces and glued it to the other piece.
Next, they created crayon relief pen-
guins. This project started with the
students creating their own scratch
art border with crayon and oil pastel.
Inside the border they drew pen-
guins and colored them in with
crayon. Lastly, they water colored
over their penguins and inside the
border to create a crayon resist.

1st Grade

First graders learned how to weave.
They created a woven fireplace man-
tle with paper. They painted the
inside of the fireplace and added fire
with tissue paper. Students then
sponge painted a wall and glued their

fireplaces to the wall. Next students are
learning about an artist named Laura
Burch. She is famous for colorful and
creative cat images often made into
clothing and bags. They drew designs in
their cat bodies and used puff paint to
make them 3-D. They then used mark-
ers, chalk pastels, and paint to color
their cats in.

2nd Grade

Second graders created snowmen in a
snowstorm by creating two piece of
watercolor paper, one with dark tones
of blue and purple and one with light
tones. They then cut two snowmen out
of the light paper and glued them to the
other paper. They added features to
their snowmen with construction paper
and splatter painted snow all around
their snowmen. Next students will be
creating pirate ship prints with chalk
pastel borders.

3rd Grade

Third graders created solar images by
tracing circles on a piece of paper. They
learned how to turn a circle into a
sphere by shading one side of the
sphere with white and the other with
black. They used chalk pastels to
achieve this and each sphere was created
using a different color. When this was
finished they colored the background
black and added stats.
